Getting Ready for the Digital Photo Workshop on March 10, 2010

Here's what you need to do to be ready:

By Monday, 3/8:
0 Take a full-length picture of yourself and email it to Miss Kate (instructions below)
0 Send her the names of two of your favorite celebrities
On Tuesday, 3/9: charge up your camera's battery (or get some fresh batteries)
On Wednesday, 3/10: bring your camera, the cable used to connect it to a computer and a flash drive
(in case you want to take anything you do in the workshop home with you)

Instructions for Taking a Full-length Picture of Yourself

Have a friend or family member take a full-length picture of you. To get the best results, do the following:

Find a place where there are no other objects in the way

Take the picture during the day (no flash)

Make sure there is plenty of light, though it's best if you are NOT in direct sunshine

It's also best if the light is coming from somewhere in front of you, rather than from one side or
behind

Make sure the picture includes all of you, from head to toe — nothing cut off — but also make sure you
fill the frame' from top to bottom.b

Take the picture in Landscape mode (wide way is sideways)

A sample of the kind of picture you need is shown below.
